Today, Gershow Recycling operates the most modern, technically advanced metal
processing and recycling facilities in the United States. Their modern equipment and
their ability to meet new recycling industry needs reflects the commitment they have
made toward providing the finest service possible to their customers.

The company then sells these commodities domestically and worldwide to mills and
manufacturers for use in new products. As the only true scrap metal processor in the
region it serves, if you are not working directly with Gershow, you are not getting the
most for your scrap metal.
